(a) any streetspecified as mentionedin paragraph(4) without first consultingthe street
authority;and

(b) anyothe street without the consentof the stree authority, which may attachreasonable
conditionsto any consent,but such consentmust not be unreaanably withheld or
delayed.

Useof private roadsfor construction

(3) In any actionagainstthe undertakeiin regpectof lossor damageesultingfrom any failure
by it to mairtain a streetin accordance with Schedul®, it is a defence(without prejudiceto any
otherdefenceor the applicationof the law relaing to contributorynegligence)}o provethat the
undertakethadtaken suchcareasin all the circumstancesvasreasombly requiredto securethat
the partof the streetto which the actionrelateswas not dangerouso traffic.
