The Environment Agency is satisfied that the Evidence Plan (SG9v2) should be published. Whilst we

will endeavour to fulfil our part of the process, any acceptance on our part is subject to the
following conditions:
e Thisis not a legally binding agreement

e Ourinvolvement is subject to our normal cost recovery processes, and is also subject to the

skills and resources being available to TLC at the time of asking.
e Inany case as we have flood and environmental incident response duties our work on

incident response is always a priority and can affect routine work. TLC can choose to ask for

our advise on this basis, or not, but it will always be a condition of our engagement.
e Appendix 4 — Work Programme — needs updating as a priority. We cannot plan for our
involvement in any of the ETG’s without adequate notice.

We attempt to meet the needs of all of our customer groups. Our advice is given based on resource
available at the time and an agreement securing the payment and terms. This has been made clear

throughout Payment for Advice discussions. If TLC are able to provide a programme of work
outlining EA needs we would be able to plan our input going forward - leading to resource being
available when TLC need it. At the moment we are only able to plan a month or less ahead - the

obvious consequence of that is that resource will not always be available as and when TLC require it

- regardless of response timescales outlined in the Evidence Plan document. We cannot be bound
by TLC Evidence Plan timescales - this was made clear at the last SG meeting. We are happy to
reopen discussions on a Payment for advice agreement that would secure resource availability
throughout the evidence plan process.
