Dwrite in relation to our proposaks far the Drax Repowar Project that were announced last pear, and specifically with regard to the fartheoming periad of statutory public consultation that starts an January 16" and ends an February 271 2018,

Our proposak comprise the repowering of up to two of the exicting generating units 2t Drax Power Station from coal-fired to gas, with battery starage capability. The propased new gas units would connect to the existing 400k National Grid substation within the existing Drax Power Station complex. A
new gis pipeline would provide fuel for the new ganerating units fram the national g transmission system. The Repower praject requines the approval of the Secretary of State for Business, Enengy & Industrial Strategy.

Ower recent months, our project team has undertaken aseries of environmental and engineering studies that will inform the applicstion far a Development Conzent Order {DO0] that needs to be submitted to the Secretary of State {we expect to submit the application in the second quarter of this year].
A part of aur preliminary assessment wark, we have cansulted Selby District Coundil, North Yarkshire County Council and Exst Riding of Yorkshire Council, &5 well 2 local landowners and a range of ather anganisations. In October/Navember 2017, we shared our autline plans with local comimunities in the
wicinity of Drax — via a leaflet to homes and businesses, exhibitions, sacial media, reports in the local media and advetisements.

Bafare we finalse sur plans and submit our application, we ane inviting local peaple, your parsh council {and athers in the wider area), local landowners and ather interested parties to give their views on the project during a prescribed periad of statutory consultation {January 16Mpa February 2712018

In recent days, kocal hames and businesses within three kilsmetres of Drax hawe received the stached leaflet, giving additional information on aur plans, detsil of the exhibitions {five to be held — s2e balow] and the lcation of places where they can access the information if they are unable to visit one

PUBLIC EXHIBITIONS ABOUT DRAX REPOWER HELD, CONSULTATION PERIOD REMAINS OPEN UNTIL 27t FEBRUARY

The final pubic exhibitions about the Drax Repower project were held last week in Selby and Hemingbrough but people still have until 27" February to consider the project’s Preliminary Environmental Information Report (PEIR) and share their feedback with
Drax.

Over the past fortnight, five exhibitions have been held in the local area. The project team has also recently met Selby District councillors and representatives of the parish councils that are very local to Drax Power Station.

The public exhibitions explained the main elements of the Repower project, the need for it to be built, the main points from the PEIR and the various studies that Drax and its project team has undertaken over recent months. The exhibitions also showed visitors
what the Repower project could look like from different viewpoints, including two possible routes for the . 3km underground pipeline that would connect the power station to the national gas grid. 135 people visited the exhibitions and spoke with members of
the project team.

The exhibition boards can now be viewed on the project website (hitp://repower.drax.com), alongside a leaflet about the project, the PEIR, a Project Overview document and the project’s Statement of Community Consultation. The suite of documents can also be
viewed at Access Selby, County Hall in Northallerton and East Riding of Yorkshire's Customer Service Centre in Beverley. The libraries in Selby, Snaith and Goole also host these documents.

Gathering local feedback to the Repower project is an important part of the planning process, and people have until 5.00pm on February 27" to provide their feedback. They can do this via the project website, by email to DraxRepower@drax.com or by writing to
us at FREEPOST DRAX REPOWER.

Alternatively, if your Councillors would prefer to discuss the Repower Project with the Drax team directly, then please let us know and we would be happy to arrange a meeting at your convenience. Please email us or call us on 0800 731 8250.

Whilst the statutory period of consultation remains open till the end of this month, the project team is continuing its engineering and environmental studies. The team will also consider the feedback that it receives from local people, local councils and various
other organisations. The feedback will help inform the final designs of the project.

Currently, Drax is aiming to finalise and submit its application to the Secretary of State for Business, Energy & Industrial Strategy within the next 3-4 months. A final decision from the Secretary of State, after an independent examination period, could be expected
in the second half of 2019. Drax will issue further Information Updates as the project moves forward.

kilometre radius of Drax Power Station.

During the periodof statutory cor ion, we P ignificant interest people, mary of whom shared their comments with usvia commentforms, email andsocial media. Inaddition, around 135 people attendadone of our fis
with us.

The feedback we have received 1o date from the iocal community indicates that they are broadly supportive of the project and acceptthe need for gas-fired power generation. Several respondents alo referenced specific aspacts of the project, including:

» Controlling emissions from the gas-fired plants.

* Therole of batery storage

# The impacts of the project on the local environment; and

* Transport/raffic management during the period of construction.
The Preliminary Emvi formation Report, provided during the ¥ fion, outlined our pr 1 bo mitigating these issues. Further consideration will be given to these issues inour Environmental Impact Assessment, which will be finalsed over the coming
monthy and made svalable 83 part of our pnning submision.

‘whilst the statutory period is now closed, we will continue toconsider the feedback we have receivedfrom members of the public, local landowners and statutory organ La ] g 3 D Order (DCO) application o the Secretary of Stave for Business, Energy
& Industrial Strategy. Inthe meantime, we wi intain our engag it with bocal d answer any questions the public might have.

Our aim i to submit the DOO application by the end of June and we will tell you when we do so. Thereafter, there are a number of steps in the process including the acceptance of our application for examination by the Planning Inspectorate, followed by anindependent examination period,
which regutered parties will bt able to take part in; this could commence a3 early a3 the autumn. Wi will alert people to these milestones.
