Following a request from the Applicant for an extension to the original 

deadline for response of 18 April 2023, the Secretary of State has extended the 

deadline for response to 16 May 2023. The Secretary of State will give 

Interested Parties, including Natural England, the opportunity to comment, as 

appropriate, on any information provided in response to the 5 April 2023 letter 

as soon as possible after any such information is submitted by the Applicant. 

Comments on the information submitted in response to the letters listed 

in paragraph 1 above should be submitted to:
