Cross questioning of a
person giving evidence by another person will only be permitted if the ExA decides it
IS necessary to ensure representations are adequately tested or that an IP has had a
fair chance to puts its case.

The evidence presented orally at ISH1 should be included in post-hearing
submissions and submitted by Deadline 4 (Tuesday 24 July 2023).
