The event will also be livestreamed and recorded, and a link to watch the livestream 
will be published on the project webpage of the National Infrastructure Planning 
website closer to the event date. IPs and members of the public who wish to observe 
the hearing can therefore view and listen to the hearing using the livestream, or view 
and listen to the recording, after it has concluded. 
 
The hearing will include examination of submissions up to and including D3. Whilst 
comments on responses to the ExA’s first written questions are expected in writing at 
D4 (4 November 2024), the ExA may ask parties to respond to D3 submissions at 
the hearing.

However, this does not indicate that other parties will not be able to contribute. All 
Interested Parties (IP) are invited to attend and make oral representations on the 
matters set out in the Agenda, subject to the ExA’s ability to control the hearing. 
 
The ExA has sought to provide sufficient detail to assist the parties to prepare for the 
hearing. The details set out above are indicative and the ExA may find it necessary 
to include additional Agenda items or to amend the order in which the items are dealt 
with. 
 
Procedure at ISH 
 
Guidance under the Planning Act 2008 and the Infrastructure Planning (Examination 
Procedure) Rules 2010 provides that it is for the ExA to probe, test and assess the 
evidence through direct questions of persons making oral representations at 
hearings.  
 
Participants may be legally represented if they wish, but the Examining Authority will 
conduct the hearing in such a way that legal representation will not be required. The 
Examining Authority will lead the questioning of parties making oral representations

and probe, test and assess the evidence. There is usually no cross-examination of 
witnesses by other parties, though the Examining Authority does have the power to 
allow this under certain circumstances. 
 
The hearing will finish when the Examining Authority considers that all matters have 
been covered and all participants have had an opportunity to make their 
representations. As a guide, the ExA aims to close the hearing by approximately 
5pm. If there are additional matters to be dealt with, it may be necessary to defer 
some matters to written questions.  
 
A summary of the evidence presented orally at Issue Specific Hearing 3 should be 
included in post-hearing submissions to be submitted by Deadline 4 in the 
Examination Timetable (4 November 2024). The Examining Authority would 
recommend any parties who are new to the process and wish to learn more about 
the background and procedures in hearings to read Nationally Significant 
Infrastructure Projects: Advice pages.
