evidence through direct questions of persons making oral representations at
hearings.

Participants may be legally represented if they wish, but the Examining Authority will
conduct the hearings in such a way that legal representation will not be required. The
Examining Authority will lead the questioning of parties making oral representations
and probe, test and assess the evidence. There is usually no cross-examination of
witnesses by other parties, though the Examining Authority does have the power to
allow this under certain circumstances.

The hearings will finish when the Examining Authority considers that all matters have
been covered and all participants have had an opportunity to make their
representations. As a guide, the ExA aims to close hearings by approximately S5pm.
If there are additional matters to be dealt with, it may be necessary to defer some
matters to written questions.

The Examining Authority would recommend any parties who are new to the process
and wish to learn more about the background and procedures in hearings to read the
Planning Inspectorate’s Guidance Planning Act 2008: Examination Stage for
Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects.
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
