The Applicant and Welsh Government met on 25 
November to discuss the ExA’s request for a joint 
SoCG. Welsh Government confirmed that its principal 
areas of interest relate to archaeology and heritage, 
and highways (on behalf of Welsh Ministers). 
Agreement on archaeology and heritage is being 
progressed through a SoCG with Cadw (REP1-034), 
an update of which will be submitted to the 
examination at Deadline 6, subject to agreeing 
meetings dates between the parties. The matter of 
Welsh Ministers’ interests in highways is being 
progressed through relevant Protective Provisions, 
with a meeting held on 25 November to progress 
agreed drafting. Welsh Government and the Applicant 
can confirm that there are no other open issues, or 
areas of disagreement between the parties, and 
therefore do not intend to submit a SoCG into the 
Mona examination.  
 
The parties are also in discussion about a potential 
non-legal Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) 
regarding future engagement on joint working areas 
such as community benefits, ports, skills and supply 
chains, and Welsh language matters, with a meeting 
held on 26 November to discuss the matter. The

Although this question is not directed at Welsh 
Government, for information, planting density for new 
woodlands can be found within the Welsh Government 
Woodland Creation Grant which reflects this standard 
density. Woodland Creation Grant (window 4): rules 
booklet [HTML] | GOV.WALES You will see that stocking 
density depends on the type of woodland to be planted. 
However, given that there is little information on the type or 
amount of woodland to be removed, we recommend the 
density of 2500 plants/ha as outlined in earlier written 
representation quoted here.
