Executive Summary

e This report provides an assessment of the impact of Byers Gill Solar (the Proposed
Development) to construct a solar farm capable of generating over 50MW Alternating Current
(AC) of electricity with co-located Battery Energy Storage Systems (BESS), located between
Darlington and Stockton-on-Tees, including underground cabling between the Panel Areas
and the on-site substation and underground cable to connect the Proposed Development to
the grid connection at the existing Norton substation. The majority of the Proposed
Development is located within the administrative boundary of Darlington Borough Council,
with a section of the cable route situated within the administrative boundary of Stockton-on-
Tees Council. A very small section of the Order Limits is within the administrative boundary of
Durham County Council. This report is suitable for submission with the Environmental
Statement of the Environmental Impact Assessment for the Development Consent Order for
the scheme.

o The design has been developed with careful consideration to minimise the impact trees,
woodlands and hedges.

e 1698 trees, 353 tree groups, 9 woodland edge groups and 517 hedges were surveyed within
the Order Limits or within influencing distance of it. The survey data are presented within the
Tree Schedule at Appendix A.

e 7 trees have been identified for removal to facilitate the Proposed Development, of which 1
is category B and 6 are category U. Short sections of hedge totalling c.158 m will also be
removed to facilitate access into the panel areas.

e All other trees, hedges and woodlands will be retained and integrated into the Proposed
Development. Sufficient space and adequate protection measures have been set out to
ensure that retained trees are not damaged during the pre-construction and construction
phase and to enable their successful development during operation. Tree protection
measures are set out in Section 3.5 and illustrated on the Tree Protection Plan at Appendix B.

e The requirement for construction close to and within the root protection areas of retained
trees or for facilitative tree work is minimal. Instances where special measures are required
to mitigate encroachments, principally for the cable route, are discussed in Section 3.4 of this
report and illustrated on the Tree Protection Plan at Appendix B.

e Durham County Council and Darlington Borough Council have confirmed that no Tree
Preservation Orders are present within the areas of their jurisdiction across the Order Limits.
Darlington Brough Council have confirmed the presence of a Conservation Area in Bishopton
Village, which covers trees along the on-road cable route through the village. Stockton-on-
Tees Borough Council has confirmed that trees within the on-road cable route in
Redmarshall and Carlton are covered by a Tree Preservation Order. Government datasets
confirm that there are no ancient woodlands on the site. A dataset provided by Durham
County Council indicates that no Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs) or Conservation Area
designations are present on the site.
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e Government datasets confirm that there are no ancient woodlands on the site. 24 veteran
trees have been identified across the site, and a buffer of 15 times the stem diameter has
been established as a construction exclusion zone around them. No veteran trees will be
removed or encroached upon to facilitate the Proposed Development. There are many
candidate veteran trees across the Order Limits.

e The minor loss of trees and hedge sections to development will be mitigated by the planting
of a new mosaic woodland, an orchard and new lengths of hedge, and extensive hedge
enhancements.

Introduction

Brief and Context

Treework Environmental Practice was instructed by Arup, on behalf of JBM Solar (now RWE), in
February 2022 to provide a survey of trees across the Order Limits and to produce an
Arboricultural Impact Assessment, in accordance with British Standard BS5837: 2012 Trees in
Relation to Design, Demolition and Construction — Recommendations, of the effect of
development proposals on trees on or within influencing distance of the proposed Byers Gill
Solar farm, near Darlington.

Trees are a material consideration when determining Development Consent Orders, including
Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects, whether or not they are afforded the statutory
protection of a Tree Preservation Order or Conservation Area. British Standard BS 5837:2012
Trees in Relation to Design, Demolition and Construction sets out the principles and procedures
to be applied to achieve a harmonious and sustainable relationship between trees and new
developments. The Standard recommends a sequence of activities that starts in the initial
feasibility and design phase (RIBA Stage 2 'Concept Design') with a survey to qualify and quantify
the trees on site and establish the arboricultural constraints to development (above- and below-
ground) to inform the design in an iterative process, and continues with an assessment of the
arboricultural impacts of the final design and measures to mitigate such impacts should they be
negative. Detailed technical specifications for mitigation and protection measures are devised
in the design phase that follows (RIBA Stage 3 and 4 ‘Spatial Coordination” and ‘Technical
Design'), and the sequence ends with the ‘Handover’ and ‘Use’ phases (RIBA Stages 6 and 7),
with the implementation of those measures once planning permission is granted, guided by
Arboricultural Method Statements (RIBA Stage 4 and 5, 'Technical Design’ and ‘Manufacturing
and Construction) and professional guidance where appropriate.

This Arboricultural Impact Assessment (AlA) reports on the direct and indirect impacts of the
Proposed Development on trees in terms of both the buildability of the proposals and the long-
term operational impact of the finished scheme, and where necessary presents mitigation for
these impacts.

This report has been prepared to support the Environmental Statement. As such, it is based on
the design and construction information currently available. Details of construction, finalised
access and finalised cable routes are currently not available, and the impacts of these aspects
and their mitigation are discussed in general terms only.

Purpose of this Report

This AlA, and accompanying Tree Schedule and Indicative Tree Protection Plan, is provided to
support the Environmental Statement for the Proposed Development. It sets out the
arboricultural impacts of the main proposals using the following considerations as a framework:
= Trees and hedges to be removed and trees to be retained.
= Remedial tree and hedge work to retained trees to allow development and to ensure
retained trees will form a harmoniously integrated component of the Proposed
Development.
= Suitable measures to protect retained trees and hedges.
=  Special construction or engineering measures required to enable trees and hedges
to be harmoniously integrated into the Proposed Development.

The Development

The Proposed Development is a renewable energy scheme, covering an area of approximately
490 hectares (ha), and comprising solar photovoltaic (PV) panels, on-site Battery Energy Storage
Systems (BESS), associated infrastructure as well as underground cable connections between
panel areas and to connect to the existing National Grid Substation at Norton. The Proposed
Development will have the capacity to generate over 50 Megawatts (MW) of electricity. The
Proposed Development is located in the north-east of England.

A full description of the Proposed Development and a detailed description of the design and
environmental mitigation is provided in ES Chapter 2 The Proposed Development (Document
Reference 6.2.2).

The majority of the Proposed Development is located within the administrative boundary of
Darlington Borough Council, with a section of the cable route situated within the administrative
boundary of Stockton-on-Tees Council. A very small section of the Order Limits is within the
administrative boundary of Durham County Council.

Existing Tree Population and Constraints

A survey covering trees on site and trees on adjacent land close enough to be affected by the
Proposed Development was undertaken between April and May 2022, with additional surveys
completed in September 2022 and September 2023. The current corridor options for the 132
kV and 33 kV cable routes were surveyed in November 2022. The full survey results are
presented in the Tree Schedule at Appendix A.

The survey was undertaken based on trees plotted using an outline base map as reference in
Treework Environmental Practice’s specialist tree management software — MyTrees. The
basemap contained a LIDAR topographical survey of the trees. Trees and hedges were plotted
on the basemap using the topographical survey as reference, but due to the limitations of using
vegetation height points to derive tree stems, trees were also plotted using an OS Mastermap
base map and aerial photos, and their positions in places are therefore approximate.

The proposed development Order Limits currently comprise arable and grazing farmland,
arranged in fields bounded by hedges. As is typical of agricultural fields, trees are located around
the field boundaries either singly, within hedges or within woodland blocks, with only very
occasional instances of trees within the fields. The tree population is broadly similar across the
Order Limits.

Many of the trees, particularly in the more exposed upland parts of the Order Limits, have
suffered significant recent and historic storm damage. Storm Arwen in November 2021 had a
very strong impact on the Order Limits, and caused a significant amount of damage to trees,
particularly in the more elevated and exposed parts. In the grazing fields, trees and hedges have
also been subjected to livestock damage. This has deteriorated the condition and
commensurately the life expectancy of some trees, but has also created veteran features (e.g.,
rot holes, deadwood) of habitat value. However, few trees are true veterans in the sense defined
by current guidance.

Ash dieback (also known as chalara, caused by the fungus Hymenoscyphus fraxineus) is present
within the Order Limits and surrounding countryside, but where observed currently seems to
be in the early stages; however, the disease progression can change quite rapidly, and it can be
anticipated that a proportion of the surveyed ash trees will succumb to the disease and
eventually need to be removed.

The Order Limits have been divided into six Panel Areas, which are each described in turn,
followed by a brief overview of the cable corridors.

Panel Areas

Panel Area A: Brafferton

Panel Area B: Hauxley Farm

Panel Area C: Byers Gill Wood

Cable Routes

Panel Area A: Brafferton

Fields in Panel Area A: Brafferton are mostly used for grazing. The boundary hedges are
managed and in generally poor condition, with extensive stock damage and gaps. Hedges are
dominated by hawthorn (Crataegus monogyna) and blackthorn (Prunus spinosa). Early mature
and mature field boundary trees are frequent in the hedges, and are mostly of ash (Fraxinus
excelsior), with occasional sycamore (Acer pseudoplatanus), and field maple (Acer campestre),
presumably of natural original, and occasional planted specimens, for example hybrid black
poplar (Populus x canadensis), white poplar (Populus alba), lime (Tilia x vulgaris) and beech
(Fagus sylvatica). In many places the trees have sustained damage, both from grazing stock and
from storms. The ash in particular have sustained considerable damage both historically and
more recently, particularly as a consequence of Storm Arwen in November 2021. There are also
signs of ash dieback infection across the area, although trees were surveyed out of leaf, so the
true extent of infection was difficult to determine.

Whilst few of the trees qualify for veteran status (see Section 2.2), many candidate veterans
were identified due to damage that has created habitat features that support organisms
associated with aged trees or that may develop into such habitat features with time.

2.1.9 Panel Area B: Hauxley Farm
Hauxley Farm lies to the north of the Order Limits on high ground. The fields in the Panel Area
are predominantly grazing, with some arable. Fields are bounded by managed hedges of
hawthorn and blackthorn in fair to good condition, but with some gaps. Hedges bordering the
main road are in better condition, and the boundary with Salters Lane has a dense line of trees
that acts as a good screen. Tree frequency in the hedges is lower than at Brafferton. Trees are
predominantly ash, but with some mature oak (Quercus robur) planted near the farmhouse, and
a line of early mature sycamore along the southern boundary of the southeasternmost field
(field number B0O7). The eastern boundary of this field meets Byers Gill Wood (see Section 2.1.9).

2.1.10 Panel Area C: Byers Gill Wood

Panel Area C: Byers Gill Wood lies in the centre of the Order Limits. It comprises a series of
arable fields set around several small woodland parcels, all of which are outside of the site
boundary. Byers Gill Wood is a long sinuous natural wood running northwest-southeast from
the north of the site. Trees in the wood are growing on the steep banks of Byers Gill brook,
which runs in a deep gully. The wood comprises early mature and mature oak, ash and
sycamore, with larger specimens are on the woodland edge where it borders the fields of the
Panel Area. There is a sparse understorey of hawthorn and elm (Ulmus procera), which at the
woodland edges has been managed as a hedge. To the south the wood becomes Galloping Hill
Plantation, an early mature plantation of even-aged oak, with occasional ash and sycamore.

2.1.11 Square Wood, in the centre of the southern portion of the panel area, is a square plantation of
evenly spaced early mature oak and ash; the wood boundaries are bordered by a managed
hawthorn hedge. To the east is a small unnamed wood of oak and ash with occasional silver
birch (Betula pendula). The trees in this wood are well set back from the field edges.

2.1.12  Several plantations (Fox Covert, Nova Scotia Plantation and Catkill Plantation) line the southern
and south-western borders of the panel area, the boundary trees of which are predominantly
ash and oak, with occasional goat willow (Salix caprea) and an understorey of mature hawthorn
and blackthorn. There is some crown decline in the ash population, possibly due to ash dieback
(chalara), and also some storm damage, but the plantations are in generally reasonable

condition.

The fields in Panel Area C are bordered by managed and unmanaged hedges of hawthorn and
blackthorn, interspersed with occasional mature specimens of oak and ash, with goat willow in
low lying damp corners.

Panel Area D: Great Stainton

Panel Area D comprises a group of arable and grazing fields to the east of Great Stainton. The
fields are bordered by low, managed hedges principally of hawthorn and blackthorn. Their
condition is fair and in some places poor, with many gaps. Tree cover is lower here than in any
of the other Panel Areas, with only occasional early mature and mature trees dotted around the
field boundaries, principally of ash, crack willow (Salix fragilis), oak and sycamore. Most of these
trees have stock and storm damage. Field number DO7 has a tree in the centre of it (sycamore)
and two large sycamore on the northern boundary with the road. Byers Gill brook runs into the
Panel Area, divides and runs along the western and southern borders of field 3 to the south and
the western border of field 2; the banks of the brook are thick with trees of sycamore, ash and
willow. Field DO3 has an ash tree in the centre.

Area E: West of Bishopton

Area E comprises two arable fields to the south-west of Bishopton. The external boundary of
this panel area is bordered by discontinuous managed hedges of hawthorn, with occasional
trees of oak and ash. In places the hedges are in poor condition and gappy. The northeastern
boundary slopes steeply down to the road. The field edge/highway verge here contains a belt
of early mature ash, sycamore and elm with hawthorn understorey, interspersed with elm that
have or are succumbing to Dutch Elm Disease (Ophiostoma novo-ulmi). The belt of trees
continues to approximately halfway along the northern boundary before petering out. Both of
these features provide a good screen except where the elm have died, which has left gaps.

Panel Area F: North of Bishopton

Panel Area F comprises grazing fields to the north of Bishopton. The boundary of the
westernmost field FO1 (Bulmerside Hill) is bordered by a belt of trees growing along the steep
slope down to the bank of Stillington Brook; the trees are a mixture of early mature and mature
ash and sycamore with understorey of hazel and hawthorn, with some planted specimens of
horse chestnut (Aesculus hippocastanum), poplar (Populus nigra) and larch (Larix decidua).
Mature ash and oak grow in the hedge bisecting the westernmost fields. The fields to the east
are bordered by managed and unmanaged hedges of hawthorn and blackthorn in mainly poor
condition, with very occasional early mature and mature trees of ash and oak. The ash are in
mostly poor condition, with crown dieback and storm damage. The Panel Area slopes down to

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the north towards a sinuous brook (Whitton Beck) lined on both banks with crack willow, many
of which have partially collapsed and are in poor structural condition.

2.1.17 Cable Routes
There are currently two options for the 132 kV cable route, which is required to connect the
Proposed Development to the existing Norton Grid substation at Norton. The preferred route
will be confirmed once information on suitability is available following the grant of the DCO.
Low voltage cabling within the panel areas will connect the PV modules and the BESS to
invertors and transformers. These cables will generally run across fields and will not border
roads. Higher voltage 33 kV cable routes are then required to connect the transformers and

switchgears to the on-site substation. As it stands, there are currently two proposed cable route
options for the 33kV cable, on-road and off-road. Where the cable routes follow roads bordering
fields or pass through fields, the arboricultural features are similar to those of the panel areas,
although alongside the roads the tree cover is denser. Field boundaries are planted with
managed hawthorn and blackthorn hedges, some well maintained and continuous, others
damaged and gappy. Frequent early mature and mature trees of mainly ash, with some
sycamore and oak, are growing the in the hedges. In places (e.g., Lime Lane to the west and the
road between Carlton and Norton to the east) trees form a dense screen. Where the routes pass
through the villages of Bishopton, Redmarshall and Carlton the tree cover is very varied, with
ornamental trees of various species and ages planted in the properties that border the road.
Whilst nominal RPAs extend into the roads, it can be expected that there will be fewer roots
beneath the roads given the compacted nature of the substrate, which would impede root
growth. It cannot be guaranteed that roots will be absent in the road; however it can be
expected that there is a lower probability of roots near the centre line.

Norton Substation

Trees within or within influencing distance of Norton substation have not been surveyed or
assessed. Facilitative works to the substation to ready it for the connection with the solar farm
will take place within the extents of existing buildings/compound and infrastructure, where
there are no trees; therefore, a survey of the trees here has been deemed unnecessary.

Ancient and Veteran Trees

There are rare occurrences of veteran trees (24 trees) that have a stem girth that falls within
the threshold for veteran status and have several key enduring veteran features, as defined by
the current guidance, that provide habitat niches (e.g., a hollow stem, branch hollowing, rot
holes, water pockets, large-diameter deadwood, colonisation by wood-decaying fungi)®. These
veteran trees are predominantly ash, with rare willow, oak and hawthorn. No ancient trees were
observed within the Order Limits. Veteran and ancient trees have a special protected status the
Overarching National Policy Statement for Energy (EN-1)?, and removal of these trees to
facilitate development requires strong justification. The Natural England Standing Advice® has
been followed to afford a greater extent of protection in terms of distance from development
activities than that afforded non-ancient and veteran trees (a buffer zone of 15 times the stem
diameter rather than an RPA of 12 times, or 5 metres from the edge of the tree’s canopy,
whichever is greater).

A number of candidate veterans were also identified, meaning trees that are becoming veteran
though storm or livestock damage but have not achieved this status yet according to the

definition used. These trees have been damaged either by livestock or storms. It is anticipated
that these trees will become the next generation of veterans, but they are not conferred any
special status in planning terms, although their retention is desirable.

Quality and Value of the Tree Population

BS 5837:2012 recommends classifying trees on sites proposed for development into four quality
and value categories to determine their relative retentive worth. A summary of the relative
retentive worth of the trees on site as recorded during the tree survey and expressed by their
categories is given in Table 1. Table 1 of Appendix A explains the BS 5837:2012 tree
categorisation process.

Trees present constraints to development both above and below ground. The above ground
constraints comprise the physical extent of tree crowns. The below ground constraints comprise
the roots, and are expressed in terms of the root protection area (RPA), which is the minimum
rooting area that a tree needs to sustain itself in reasonable health. These constraints, as
established by the tree survey, inform this assessment of the impact of the proposals.

The full results of the tree survey on which this report is based are given in the Tree Schedule at
Appendix A, and the above- and below-ground constraints and retention categories are
illustrated on the Tree Constraints Plan at Appendix C. Each tree (T), tree group (G), woodland,
(W) and hedge (H) has been allocated an individual number. The survey method and limitations
are set out in Appendix E.

Preservation Orders are present within the areas of their jurisdiction across the Order Limits.

All areas of woodland are Deciduous Woodland Priority Habitat, designated under section 41 of
the Natural Environment and Rural Communities Act (2006) as habitats of principal importance
(HPIs). There are no ancient woodlands on or immediately adjacent to the Order Limits.

None of the hedges have been assessed as Important under the Hedgerow Regulations 1997.%

Arboricultural Impact of the Proposals

Background

The impacts analysed here only cover the Panel Areas in detail. Detailed assessment of the
impacts on arboriculture of the cable routes will be undertaken when a preferred corridor has
been selected and the exact route determined. However, some general principles of how
installation of the cables should be approached are discussed in Section 3.6.3.

Tree Removal and Retention

An iterative design process has been followed to ensure that every effort has been made to
retain trees wherever possible, and to revise the positions of the panels, ancillary equipment
and access tracks as far as possible to avoid the need to remove trees. Where high-quality trees
have been found to be in conflict with the proposed design, the decision to remove such trees
has been informed by an iterative process, following a review of alternative options.

The trees proposed for removal to facilitate the Proposed Development are summarised in
Table 2 by BS5837: 2012 category. Only 1 tree, a Category B, requires removal to facilitate the
development, because it comes into direct conflict with the access track. The remaining 7 trees
to be removed are all Category U trees, which might be removed due to their poor condition
regardless of development proposals. Category U trees have been proposed for removal only
where they pose an elevated risk to the proposed infrastructure.

Where higher value trees may be in minor conflict with the proposals, pruning or special
construction and protection measures have been specified, as explained in Section 3.4.

access tracks to facilitate the passage of the plant required to install the panels and ancillary
equipment should it be taller than the farm vehicles that currently traverse the site. These
details will be worked out at construction planning stage when the construction and plant
requirements have been finalised, and will be set out in an Arboricultural Method Statement to
be produced prior to the commencement of construction.

Works have been recommended across the Proposed Development to remove trees that have
fallen or partially fallen where these affect the proposed infrastructure.

It is recommended that hedges that are currently managed are trimmed to the usual extents
immediately prior to the commencement of construction to minimise the risk of conflict with
construction plant and to avoid the need for maintenance during construction. Once
construction is complete, the hedges can be allowed to grown out if required.

Shade

All PV panels are positioned outside of the canopy spread of existing trees and hedges.
Nevertheless, in places where the panels are relatively close to the field edges, there will
inevitably be portions of the day, particularly in summer when trees are in leaf, when peripheral
panels will be in partial shade due to the shadow cast by adjacent tall trees. This impact is likely
to be relatively minimal, and to be considerably less in winter when trees are leafless and shade
cast will be dappled. No trees will be removed to mitigate this issue.

Tree Protection During Construction

Root Protection Areas and Construction Exclusion Zones

Retained trees will be protected during development by establishing a Construction Exclusion
Zone (CEZ) around their Root Protection Areas (RPAs). RPAs are a layout design tool, indicating
the minimum area around a tree deemed to contain sufficient roots and soil to maintain the
tree’s viability. RPAs should be treated as a precautionary area within which activities such as
ground compaction, excavation, the storing of materials, ground level changes and other
construction activity that are likely to cause damage to trees should be excluded. This CEZ can
be achieved by the erection of barriers. Tree protection barriers must be installed before any
demolition or construction works start, and should remain in place until all construction activity
has been completed.

Across most of the Panel Areas, the permanent security fencing will form the tree protection
fencing. The security fencing is likely to be deer fencing around 2 m high and affixed with
wooden posts driven into the ground. This will form a barrier that is immovable. The security
fencing will be installed before the arrival of plant and materials and any other form of
construction takes place (but see Section 3.6.2). The fencing is sited outside of RPAs and tree
canopies, and can be installed using plant of a similar size to the agricultural vehicles that

typically traverse the fields and tracks. Nevertheless, all vehicles, materials and personnel
required to install the fencing will operate on the field side of the fenceline to avoid traversing
RPAs.

Where the security fencing does not protect RPAs, temporary tree protection fencing will be
installed to protect trees during the construction phase. The fencing will be erected to a
specification similar to drawing 3 in BS 5837:2012 (reproduced at Appendix D) and is shown on
the Tree Protection Plan at Appendix B. All temporary tree protection fencing will carry
identifying signs that state its purpose and proscribe its removal until all construction work is
complete. An example sign is given at Appendix D.

Ground Protection — Transport Access and Access Tracks

Transport access into the panel areas will in principle be from existing roads, and where vehicles
entering and traversing the fields in the Panel Areas will where possible follow existing farm
tracks, which will be upgraded to accommodate the size and weight of plant being brought onto
site. Where the transport and permanent access tracks make small incursions into RPAs, the
roots and soil structure of these areas will be protected by installing ground protection
(temporary access) or creating a build-up of load-bearing materials that does not require
excavation (permanent access). Ground protection could comprise purpose-built steel
trackway, pre-case reinforced concrete slabs or a temporary access road constructed with a
cellular matrix with granular infill. Permanent roads could be constructed with a cellular matrix
with granular infill or similar no-ground penetrating specification. The locations of the ground
protection are highlighted in cyan hatch on the Tree Protection Plan at Appendix B.

Special Technical Measures

Conflicts between retained trees and aspects of the Proposed Development that cannot be dealt
with by exclusion zones, tree protection or remedial tree work can be mitigated by the use of
special technical measures. General recommendations for these measures are presented in the
sections that follow based on the information that is currently available. The specific details
must be carefully planned once detailed construction information is available to avoid tree
damage. An Arboricultural Method Statement will be produced before construction starts to
guide sensitive works around trees, with provision for supervision by a qualified arboriculturist
where necessary.

Construction Compounds

Current plans of the approximate areas and locations of the proposed construction compounds
indicate that they will all be sited outside of the RPAs and canopy extents of retained trees and
hedges. The compounds are likely to be constructed using a ‘Durabase Mat System’ or a similar
non-ground penetrating mat system; therefore, the construction compounds could be set up to
support the installation of the security fencing, which will double as the tree protection fencing,
with little risk of damage to the RPAs of retained trees.

Installation of Cables

The preferred corridor for the 132 kV cable connection with Norton substation and the exact
route of the 33 kV cable routes between and within the panel areas have yet to be finalised;
they are therefore not discussed in detail in this iteration of the AIA. However, the principles for
the planning and installation of the cables as regards trees will be as follows.

It is unlikely that significant amounts of tree roots will have extended beneath existing roads
due to the highly compacted nature of the road subbase, although it is possible. Where the RPAs
of trees along the potential cable routes nominally traverse roads, the RPAs have not been
adjusted to avoid the roads due to a lack of certainty over the presence or absence of roots, and
to highlight areas where precautionary principles should be applied.

Cable trenches will be a maximum of 2 m wide. Cables routed within the field corridors or
highway verges will be routed to avoid the RPAs of retained tree and hedges and will use existing
hedge gaps to traverse field boundaries where possible. Cables routed along the highway would
be routed along road and/or along the road edge. Given the uncertainty about the presence of
roots in the road areas and the lower opportunity to alter the route of the trenches, the
potential impact of the cabling on trees is likely to be lower in the off-road corridors than in the
on-road corridors.

Where the RPAs of trees and/or hedges unavoidably fall within the path of the cable trench, an
assessment will be made of the presence, location and significance of tree roots in the affected
area, using techniques such as:

e visual ground assessment;
e trial excavation; and
e ground penetrating radar.

Where a significant size and or volume of tree roots is identified in the proposed path of the
cable route and the impact cannot be kept to an acceptably low level with standard trenching
techniques, the following hierarchy will be implemented:

e Move the location of services outside of the RPA;

e Trenchless boring (e.g., horizontal drilling);

e Excavate trenches using compressed air and thread ducts beneath roots that are
present; and

e Hand dig trenches and thread ducts beneath roots that are present.

Utilities and Services

Full information on the location of ancillary utility and service runs for the Proposed
Development was not available at time of writing. In principle, traditional trench-installed
utilities should be routed outside of the RPAs of retained trees to avoid root damage, and should
utilise existing hedge gaps to route the services into the Panel Areas. Where routing utility runs

within RPAs is unavoidable, all work should comply with the measures set out in section 3.6.3
or at the very least the National Joint Utilities Volume 4, and advice should be sought from the
project Arboricultural Consultant before commencement.

Tree Protection and Management During the Operation Phase

Planned tree maintenance work is likely to be required during the operational phase of the solar
farm. This is likely to include:

e Removal of trees succumbing to ash dieback;

e Removal or pruning of trees experiencing partial or total structural failure due to storm
damage where that failure threatens to damage infrastructure;

e Hedge trimming and maintenance.

Trees and hedges requiring maintenance will be accessed via the proposed access tracks or
existing farm tracks; temporary removal of the security fencing to access boundary trees and
hedges will be a last resort.

Trees will be adequately protected during any maintenance of the solar farm infrastructure by
the permanent security fencing, as all of the infrastructure will be sited within the fenced panel
areas outside of the canopies and RPAs of retained trees.

Arboricultural Mitigation and Enhancement

The removal of the 7 trees and a combined hedgerow length of around 158 m will be mitigated
by various landscape enhancements (see the Landscape Design Proposals for details), including:

e Planting of a new mosaic woodland;
e Creation of a new orchard;

e New hedge planting; and

e Gapping up of existing hedges.

These features should provide ample mitigation for the minor losses of trees and hedges to
development.

The absence of grazing livestock due to fencing out of field edges in the Panel Areas where most

of the trees are located will reduce stock damage to existing trees around the field margins,
thereby improving their health and longevity.
