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separate cover, addressed to the Applicant that seeks further information. It also allows, if 
changed since DL7, for the Applicant to submit:

respect of CA and TP;  
• a final Book of Reference;  
• a final CA/ TP schedule;  
• the Applicant’s final preferred DCO in the SI template validation report and a

• the Applicant’s preferred DCO in word format. 
  

No other changes to the Examination Timetable have been made at this time.
