Roedd y prosiect piblinell dosbarthu hydrogen cysylltiedig gan Cadent Gas Limited wedi 

cwblhau ei ymgynghoriad anstatudol, gyda negeseuon cydgysylltiedig ar faterion fel 

brandio. Roedd Inovyn yn gwneud gwaith dylunio peirianegol cychwynnol (FEED) ar y tir 

ac o dan yr wyneb i ddatblygu cyfleusterau prosesu nwy newydd. Roedd Inovyn yn 

gwneud cais am newid i Orchymyn Caniatâd Datblygu (DCO) Prosiect Storio Nwy 

Keuper, i gynnwys hydrogen yn lle nwy naturiol. Roedd yn gweithio gyda Chyngor

rheoleiddiol yn cael ei ddatblygu trwy ddull cydweithredol rhwng BEIS a’r clwstwr trac 1. 

Byddai hyn yn cefnogi penderfyniadau buddsoddi. Cyflwynwyd cynigion ar gyfer 

prosiectau gwaith cynhyrchu a dal hydrogen unigol o fewn clwstwr trac 1 i BEIS ym mis 

Ionawr 2022, a disgwylid penderfyniad ym mis Gorffennaf 2022. Ni fyddai unrhyw oedi’n 

effeithio ar ddyddiad cyflwyno cais DCO Piblinell Carbon Deuocsid HyNet. Roedd yr 

Ymgeisydd yn gweithio gyda BEIS a Thrysorlys EM i gynyddu nifer y prosiectau. Roedd y 



 

biblinell graidd wedi’i chadarnhau, ond byddai angen piblinellau cainc ar rai allyrwyr i 

gysylltu â’r brif biblinell. Ni fyddai’r rhain yn cael eu cynnwys yn y DCO. Fodd bynnag, 

byddent yn cael eu cynnwys yn yr effaith gronnol o fewn yr Asesiad o’r Effaith 

Amgylcheddol ac yn y ceisiadau TCPA yn y dyfodol.

Summary of key points discussed and advice given 
 
The Planning Inspectorate (the Inspectorate) advised that a note of the meeting would 
be taken and published on its website in accordance with section 51 of the Planning Act 
2008 (the PA2008). Any advice given under section 51 would not constitute legal advice 
upon which applicants (or others) could rely.  

 
Project update 
 
The Applicant noted they have had ongoing engagement with the Department for 
Business, Energy and Industrial Strategy (BEIS) and Her Majesty’s Treasury (HMT) as a 
result of government focus on policy for carbon capture and storage (CCS) and 
hydrogen. Within the wider HyNet project, the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 
(TCPA) application for the CCS enabled hydrogen production project was being 
determined. Planning permission for the first two units had been applied for (up to 
1GW). The associated hazardous substance consent was running in parallel. The related 
hydrogen distribution pipeline project by Cadent Gas Limited had completed its non-
statutory consultation, with joined up messaging on matters such as branding. Inovyn 
were undergoing front end engineering design (FEED) on the top side and sub surface 
side to develop new gas processing facilities. Inovyn were pursuing an application for a 
change request application to the Keuper Gas Storage Project Development Consent 
Order (DCO), to include hydrogen instead of natural gas. It was working with Cheshire 
West and Chester Council (CWACC) regarding discharge requirements. 
 
BEIS would be selecting further projects for future CCS clusters over the next decade. 
Following due diligence, the commercial and regulatory framework was being developed 
with a collaborative approach between BEIS and the track 1 cluster. This would support 
investment decisions. Bids for individual hydrogen production and capture plant projects 
within the track 1 cluster were submitted to BEIS in January 2022, with a decision due in 
July 2022. Any delay would not impact the HyNet Carbon Dioxide Pipeline DCO 
application submission date. The Applicant was working with BEIS and the HMT to 
increase the volume of projects. The core pipeline was established but some emitters 



 
would require spur pipelines to connect to the main pipeline. These would not be 
included in the DCO. They would however be included in the cumulative impact within 
the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) and in the future TCPA applications. CF 
Fertilisers, an established emitter partner, had announced a proposal to close its 
Cheshire facility. The Applicant established a broad range of partners to connect to the 
project, which reduced the risk and meant this closure would be non-critical to the 
project.  

 
Project Update - Consenting Strategy 
 
This remained largely unchanged from previous meetings however an exercise was 
underway to reduce compulsory acquisition within the DCO where existing leases were in 
place. It was not anticipated that leases would need to be amended as they did not 
specify pipeline use. The Applicant’s approach to using existing infrastructure and leases 
was novel and not comparable with other pipeline projects in the area. The vast majority 
of the route consisted of agricultural land. The Applicant was working through issues 
where land ownership was unclear. The TCPA applications were moving forward under 
one Environmental Statement (ES).  
 
Draft documents review 
 
The Applicant provided a brief summary of the actions taken following the review of draft 
documents by the Inspectorate: 

• Key plans for land and work plans would be consistent for the DCO application.  
• The use of hatching on plans would be made more visible. 
• Access and rights of way plans would be part of a suite of documents which would 

include marked plans with major roads and public rights of way. All entries would 
be displayed on the key. It was also established that a technical issue meant a 
solid line was interpreted as broken. 

• Order limit plans supplied were an older version, this would be rectified at 
submission. 

• Replacement land would be referenced consistently in the Book of Reference 
(BoR). References to crown land and open space would be separated. 

• Addresses had not been included within Part 3 of the BoR to reduce repetition. The 
Inspectorate advised as long as this was clearly flagged and in line with legislative 
requirements this would be acceptable.  

• The BoR needed refinement in relation to the pipeline. 
 
Targeted consultation 

 
There were 24 localised changes (majority were minor) from the Order Limits presented 
at statutory consultation due to further design work following statutory consultation 
feedback. Consultation documentation was now on the HyNet Hub website, and the draft 
consultation strategy had been shared with local planning authorities (LPA) and 
comments received. The most significant changes were the re-direction of a pipeline 
through Ewloe to avoid residential properties, improvements to access and connections 
to the Block Valve Station (BVS) at Northop Hall, the relocation of a centralised 
compound away from residential houses, the relocation of Flint Above Ground 
Installation (AGI) to an adjacent field, and the removal of Coed-y-Cra BVS on the 
existing pipeline. Consultation was targeted due to the changes affecting small areas of 
land and not having significant impact on the findings of the Preliminary Environmental 
Information Report (PEIR). The Inspectorate requested that the rationale was clearly set 
out within the consultation report. Consultation would run until 19 July 2022, with 



 
anyone with an interest in land that previously fell outside order limits but now fell inside 
following changes. A large number of changes were as a result of existing dialogue, so 
high volumes of responses were not expected. Consultation materials were available in 
Welsh and England where appropriate, and face to face events would be available on 
request. 

 
Programme  
 
The longer term programme included: 

• TCPA pre-application consultation in Q3 2022. 
• DCO application submission in Q3 2022 (reflecting the forthcoming targeted 

consultation) 
• TCPA application submission in Q4 2022. 
• TCPA determination and decision in Q1/ Q2 2023. 
• DCO decision in Q4 2023. 

 
The Inspectorate advised of the number of applications expected in Q3/ Q4. The 
information on the Inspectorate’s website was used by statutory bodies for planning and 
resourcing. Specific information about submission dates should be supplied as soon as 
possible. The length of pre-examination period would be dependent on the application 
and could be affected by any requests for information via s51 advice and the Relevant 
Representations period. The Inspectorate adheres to the Department for Levelling Up, 
Housing and Communities (DCLG) guidance and advised the Applicant to review the pre-
examination periods for recent DCO applications. 
 
Environmental update 
 
Assessments and drafting of the ES was underway. Engineering and design teams were 
taking forward mitigation proposals and how to embed them into environmental 
commitments. A technical note setting out a precautionary approach to biodiversity was 
being prepared. Proxy data from a nearby site and assessment findings were being 
considered to determine appropriate mitigation.  
 
A number of surveys were completed, but some ecology surveys, including river 
condition assessment and peat management were scheduled in the coming weeks. The 
Applicant was considering best practice guidance and methodologies. Some surveys 
would continue post submission due to their required intervals (for example bat, otter 
and water vole surveys). Once complete the ES conclusion would be reviewed, and an 
ES addendum would be submitted alongside survey data. The ES conclusions were not 
anticipated to be impacted, and the Applicant was meeting with Natural England (NE) 
and Natural Resources Wales (NRW) to agree this approach. The Inspectorate requested 
an indication of timeframes for submission of this information and highlighted the need 
to allow other parties opportunity to consider and respond to it during the Examination. 
The Applicant would include details of any agreement with NE and NRW within the 
relevant Statements of Common Ground (SoCG) but highlighted challenges with 
engagement. The Inspectorate set out the importance of issue resolution during pre-
application, which could reduce risks and levels of engagement required during 
Examination. As much information from other parties about their views on position or 
reasons for non-engagement would be useful. 
 
Meetings with various stakeholders were ongoing, including discussions surrounding 
traffic and transport (particularly in regards to temporary access), ecology, heritage sites 



 
and flood risk. The Applicant would seek to meet with Environmental Health Officers for 
local planning authorities to discuss air quality. 

 
Update from the Planning Inspectorate 
 
Blended events had commenced for the Net Zero Teesside project, therefore the 
Applicant should start to consider potential venues for blended events, in case they were 
required, as well as Audio Visual (AV) companies and means of providing simultaneous 
translation for events. The Inspectorate was expecting an increase in projects on  similar 
programme timelines, therefore there could be increased demand particularly for AV 
companies. The Examining Authority (ExA) would determine whether events would need 
to be blended or wholly virtual depending on levels of interest and any feedback received 
on engagement (for example statutory parties tended to prefer virtual attendance).  
 
AOB 
 
The Applicant would contact the Inspectorate should another project update meeting be 
required before submission and would provide an update on the submission date 
following the close of the targeted consultation. The Inspectorate advised it would issue 
pre-submission letters approximately four weeks prior to submission. These would 
include information about the acceptance fee and also request LPA details for the 
adequacy of consultation request. 
 
The Applicant queried the fees and the number of inspectors within the ExA. It advised 
that the level of local interest was reduced as the majority of the scheme was 
underground. There was support from LPA’s and local members of parliament. The 
Inspectorate advised these points would be taken into account along with levels of public 
interest and compulsory acquisition and a decision on the size of the ExA would be made 
once the application had been accepted.  
 
The Applicant queried how personal information within the consultation report should be 
managed. Advice Note 14 had been updated, and section 7 set out what should be 
excluded from the report.
