ENGLISH: 

• The Applicant must ensure that the Programme 
Document (PD) is hosted and maintained on the 
Applicant’s website; 

• The PD specifies that the Adequacy of Consultation 
Milestone (AoCM) and draft documents are both likely 
to be submitted to the Inspectorate in May 2025. It 
would be helpful if these could be provided separately, 
with the AoCM submitted first and the Inspectorate's 
comments provided ahead of the submission of draft 
documents. More precise dates for the submission of 
both will be required in due course;  

• The Applicant will be aware of the six week review 
period for draft documents, and should ensure that 
there is sufficient time before the submission of the 
application to have regard to the Inspectorate's 
feedback.  
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• Is the Applicant intending to publish a bilingual version 
of the PD on its website?
